Variety: Pecorino, Passerina, Trebbiano;

Age of the vines: Passerina and Pecorino 35 years, Trebbiano 52;

Area of production: Colli del Tronto, Piceno, Marche region;

Soil: Medium lean to argillaceous clay and marl;

Training & pruning methods: VSP trellised, guyot;

Bottle ageing: 6 months minimum;

Bouquet: Complex aroma of nuts, citrus fruit and apple with subtle mineral and
herb nuances;

Flavour: Refreshingly crisp and dry with flavours of pink grapefruit, fresh mineral
notes underpinned by a smooth creamy componend.
